
Under age drinking can be a real issue in town 
centres but Romford is challenging this by  

making it harder for under 18s to buy alcohol  
in pubs and clubs. 

Challenge 21 asks publicans and retailers to 
challenge anyone trying to buy alcohol who they 
believe is under 21 to reduce the margin of error  
for misjudging someone’s age. Don’t fancy sharing 
a pub with a bunch of underage drinkers?  
Now you don’t have to! 

To help you have an even safer night out, 
Havering Council has set up Banned from One, 

Banned from All. Anyone banned from one 
licensed premises for drink related disorder 

will be banned from them all. 

Romford has a vibrant nightlife scene with a great range of restaurants, pubs, bars  
and clubs. The Police, the Council and local licensees want to make sure that Romford 

remains a popular and exciting place to socialise, but that everyone stays safe  
and anti-social behaviour is kept to a minimum.

We’ve designed this map for you to keep in your pocket so you can learn more about 
what we're doing to keep you safe, and get information on late night buses and 
licensed cabs, to make sure your journey home is as safe as the rest of your night out.

If you need help organising your taxi journey home, Romford’s Taxi 
Marshals are here to help. Recognisable thanks to their high-visibility 

uniforms, the marshals are on hand between 10.30pm and 3.30am on 
Fridays to organise queues and provide assistance and assurance. 

You’ll always feel safe on the streets thanks to Romford’s team of Street Pastors. 
These dedicated volunteers help to diffuse potentially difficult situations and 

offer advice on the best way to get home. They are available to lend a hand 
between 10pm and 3am on Fridays and Saturdays so do look out for them.

Romford also has a number of CCTV cameras which are constantly monitored 
in order to discourage anti-social behaviour and help to catch those who cause 
trouble or criminal damage.

The Deeper Lounge provides a safe space for people after going out  
in the evening. You can drop in for tea, toast and a chat with the 

volunteers who run the scheme. It's open on Friday nights 
from 10pm to 3am and is based next to St Edward's 

Church, Wkyeham Centre, Market Place.

If you’re drinking in Romford anywhere within 
the ring road, then you’re in the Designated 
Drinking Area. This means that anyone 
drinking alcohol in public may be asked to hand 
their drink over to the police – failing to do so is 
a criminal offence. This is designed to make 
sure that the town centre remains free from 
anti-social behaviour and safe for those who 
drink responsibly.
